If the horse is foaled out of state but sired by a WV stallion it is registered as WV sired
only. It may participate in Accredited WV bred restricted races. The breeder does not
participate in the WV Thoroughbred Development Fund.

If the horse is not foaled in WV and not by a WV stallion it may fall into a raiser category
if it was properly enrolled in the Raiser program before its yearling year and remained in
the state during that year. It may participate in some Accredited WV Bred Races. Owners
of Raisers participate in the WV Thoroughbred Development Fund.

If the horse does not meet the above descriptions it is not eligible for registration with the
WYV Thoroughbred Development Fund and can not participate in Accredited WV bred
restricted races.
